Bible Ministries

As a freshly converted 13 year-old 
schoolboy, attending the 2 year-old 
Inter School Christian Fellowship at 
Fort St. Boys High School, I was urged 
to join the SU Bible-Reading Method. 
I signed a card, which contained a 
calendar of reading for 1936, and 
subscription to Daily Notes, which 
today we know as Encounter with God.

Seventy years! What have I learned over 
these years?

1.  Certain passages spoke directly and 

powerfully, especially, in my case, from 

John’s Gospel, and from 1 Corinthians 13.

2.  Some passages seemed remote and diffi cult. 

I put them mentally in a fi le called ‘Hard! 

Revisit some day’.

3.  Other passages were paradoxical; like Acts 

2:23 and Romans 5:3a. Ponder!

4.  Looking at the context, and the writer’s 
aim became important

5.  Tracing the links between Old and 
New Testament became fascinating

6.  Learning some New Testament Greek and 
Old Testament Hebrew opened up many 
riches, but I came to appreciate hugely the 
expertise of those who did all of this better 
than I did.

7.  Gradually the Bible was coming together in 
great themes. It became dangerous to deal 
with isolated bites; this could even give rise 
to really bad error.

8.  Prayer for the Spirit’s teaching 
was essential.

9.  Application to my problems, and those 
of the world was ongoing.

10.  In 1936, reading was a chore; it became 
a habit; it’s now a living treasure. I love it!

c.   We are committed to Bible reading 
which is thoughtful, prayerful and 
regular and which enables the reader to 
respond to the message of the whole 
Bible rather than to isolated passages. 

d.   We are concerned to interpret the text 
in a way which enables people, in their 
contemporary situations, to hear for 
themselves the message of the Bible 
from its original context.

After acclimatizing for the rest 
of the day we were ready to experience life 
in Vanuatu.  Jonah had organised a busy 
program of church and school visits, as well 
as some time for site seeing, time at the local 
markets and relaxation.

The Highlights Reel:
First plane ride for some of the group. 
Worshipping in Mantapoa Presbyterian 
Church.  Meeting and making new friends. 
Shopping at the markets. Living without hot 
water. Visiting local schools to speak about 
life in Australia, sing songs, present dramas, 
and share the hope we have in Jesus. Ian 
presenting the story of The Prodigal Son in 
French at a French Primary School. Visiting 
a local youth group, teaching them how to 
play ‘Poison Ball’and joining them in praising 
Jesus. Being transported around by our 
brilliant guide and bus driver, Mark. Learning 
that different languages are no barrier when 
Christians meet together. Experiencing a 
culture that has a strong Christian heritage. 
Snorkelling at Hideaway Island. Swimming in 
the coral pools near the SU campsite. Bruce 
fi nally fi nding somewhere he could buy a 
good cup of coffee. Experiencing fi rst hand 
the joy it is to fully rely on God, who calmed 
our fears, gave us the words we needed, 
helped us overcome cultural barriers, showed 
us how distracting an affl uent life in Australia 
can be. Meeting so many wonderful people 

who gave their friendship and their time 
so generously to us. Being reminded of 
God’s faithfulness through answered prayer.

Before we came home we spent some 
time praying together and talking about 
the ways that we had seen God working 
during our time away.  Here are some of 
the students’ comments.

“I was really scared when 
I had to stand up and give my 
testimony. But God really calmed 
me, and gave me the words.”

“This has been the most 
amazing experience of my life. 
I learned to trust God.”

“ I’ve even learned to like 
cold showers…sort of.”

“I’ve never prayed so much 
in my life, and I’ve seen God 
answer prayers.”

“ I’ve learned that I need to 
be bold for Jesus at home, like 
I have been here.”

Our time away in Vanuatu was 
fantastic, and for many of the students 
life-changing. Being involved in a mission 
project like this provides Christian 
students with great opportunities to see 
how God works in different cultures, to 
be challenged to stand up for their faith, 
to be prepared to speak about their love 
of Jesus, and to be stretched way outside 
of their comfort zone. Scripture Union 
NSW would like to offer other students 
the opportunity to be part of a mission 
trip like this.

How did you get involved in directing a 
Beach Mission team?
Mark: I’ve been on Old Bar Mission for 10 
or so years and have loved getting to know 
locals and campers during that time. It’s a 
blast having the opportunity to direct a team 
and fi nd new ways to reach people for Jesus. 

Andy: I’d been a member of the Kiama team 
for 5 years and had been on the leadership 
team for two years when our previous 
leaders moved on. Through some prayerful 
consideration it seemed like a good fi t for me. 

What do you love about Beach Mission?
Mark: The team itself is a highlight, and 
seeing kids and adults come to know Jesus 
is awesome.

Andy: Christian community and the solid 
encouragement from dwelling in the Word; 
overtly standing up for Jesus in public; seeing 
people challenged, changed and willing to live 
with Jesus as Lord.   

at the backend. The actual frontline ministry 
has stayed fairly consistent. It’s a strong and 
powerful ministry, and ultimately we just 
want to continue building relationships with 
the campers.

It’s a logistically gigantic task, could you 
give us an insight into the behind the 
scenes of Beach Mission?

Steve: Where do I start? It starts by having 
faith and belief in the directors that run 
the teams. I walk the tight rope between 
understanding how missions need to look 
and meeting our legal and ethical 
responsibilities. Throughout the year I’m 
interviewing new directors, negotiating 
with caravan parks, implementing the huge 
ChildSafe risk management program and 
developing new mission opportunities.

You are a member of the Bawley Point Team, 
how has actually getting out on Mission 
helped you in your coordinator role?

Steve: That’s a really good question. In every 
way; I need to understand things from a 
team member and team leader perspective 
to know how to support and serve them. 
When directors and team members come 
to me, I understand what they are asking, 
from their point of view. I wouldn’t have it 
any other way.

What have been some of the highlights 
in the lead-up to this year’s Mission season?

Steve: Defi nitely a new plant at Narooma 
and the encouragement that we’ve received 
so far from the caravan park, council and 
churches in the area. I was really pleased 
with the way the Director’s Training Day 
unfolded this year and I’m continually 
encouraged by the Missions Committee 
who work long and hard hours, voluntarily, 
to make things happen.

What is the most challenging part of 
Beach Mission?
Mark: Tiredness over a long 10 day mission. 

Andy: Remembering that it’s God’s mission 
and therefore we don’t have to be ‘results 
driven’, rather, we are called to be faithful. 

How have you seen God at work through 
Beach Missions?
Mark: Whole families coming to Christ on 
one day, its fantastic.

Andy: The team has grown in love and service 
of God and each other over the years, and 
hopefully I have seen some of this in myself. 
People have become Christians and by his 
grace, God has enabled us to be a part of this 
process. 

What are you most excited about leading 
up to Beach Mission? 
Mark: Seeing our team getting excited, 
talks getting written, and great programs 
taking shape.

Andy: Trying some new stuff, running a kids 
program on the beach. Getting the team 
together and getting people settled into new 
roles. 

How can readers of SU News be praying 
for you and the team?

Mark: Please pray that our team will be 
spiritually fi red up for the Gospel of Jesus. 
Please pray that God would call people to 
Himself at Beach Mission this year.

Andy: Pray that God would move in people’s 
hearts to convict them to turn to Jesus as 
lord and saviour.  Pray for the new people 
on team, that they will trust God to use 
them and that they can be willing; for unity 
amongst the team, the local churches and 
the Christians we meet.

Predictably, 
God has answered these prayers and lives keep being transformed as a 
result of SU ministries.
